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DIRECTIONS FROM THE NORTH

ROUTE 287 SOUTH
Take Exit 10 (“New Brunswick, Easton Avenue”) Proceed on Easton Avenue.

Make second right-hand turn onto Cedar Grove Lane. Follow Cedar Grove Lane until the third traffic light, turn left onto Amwell Road. From Amwell Road, make a right turn onto South Middlebush Road.

Take South Middlebush Road to Claremont Road, make left turn and take to the end.

Turn right onto Route 27, proceeding south. Look for Chauncey’s Pub on the right. Office complex (“Congressional”) entrance is on left. Drive straight ahead to the second building from the road (# 3086). If you come to a traffic light you have gone too far. Our offices are located in Suite 1 (left side of the building). Park in a space marked “Reserved-Suite 1” or any unreserved space in the complex.

NJ TURNPIKE SOUTH
Turnpike south to Exit 9. Take Route 18 North to Route 1 South, approximately ½ mile.

Proceed on Route 1 South to Finnegans Lane. (Landmarks en route include Rutgers University-Cook Campus, Route 130 Intersection, several strip malls, Jersey Avenue, Malouf Car Dealership and K. Hovnanian Commerce Center). Pass the Commerce Center on right hand, Johnson & Johnson on left, Finnegans Lane is the second traffic light.

Take jughandle exit and continue on Finnegans Lane. At traffic light, which is the end of Finnegans Lane, turn left onto Route 27 South. Look for Chauncey’s Pub on the right. If you come to a traffic light you have gone too far. Office complex (“Congressional”) entrance is on left. Drive straight ahead to the second building from the road (# 3086). Our offices are located in Suite 1 (left side of the building). Park in a space marked “Reserved-Suite 1” or any unreserved space in the complex.
